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THE SKULL 
Part One 

 
Fanny Beerepoot 

 
The skull comprises of a total of 22 bones which can be divided into two categories; 

� 8 Cranial Bones - 2 parietal, 2 temporal, occipital, frontal, sphenoid and ethmoid. 
� 14 Facial Bones - 2 nasal, 2 maxillae, 2 lacrimal, 2 inferior nasal conchae, 2 

palantine, 2 zygomatic, mandible and vomer. 
 

In connecting the bones of the skull with the Word/Laws of YaHWaH we can say that 
there are 22 letters in the Hebrew Alphabet and there are 22 almonds on the candlestick 
which provided light in the Tabernacle.  In the Scriptures we read that YaHWaH’s Word 
is connected to Light.  

Psalm 119:105; ‘Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.’ 
 
The Hebrew word for Almond means ‘awakening’ as it is the almond blossom which is 
first to bloom in spring.   
 
So we could say that the Skull represents the principle of our awakening to the light of 
His Word/Laws within us.   
 
This principle is illustrated in the glorification of Moses.  When Moses came down from 
the Mount with the two tables of stone, on which were written the Divine Law, he knew 
not that his face shone.  Moses embraced Fathers Laws, the light of His Word, resulting 
in a foretaste of the glorification of Tabernacles. 

Exodus 34:29; ‘And it came to pass, when Moses came down from mount Sinai 
with the two tables of testimony in Moses' hand, when he came down from the 
mount, that Moses wist not that the skin of his face shone while he talked with 
him.’ 

 
By coming under the covering of YaHWaH, Moses had an experience of regeneration and 
spiritual perfection.  It is therefore no coincidence that the cranium has eight bones and 
the face fourteen.  The number eight is associated with resurrection and regeneration and 
the number fourteen, being the double of seven (spiritual perfection), stands for a double 
measure of spiritual perfection.  The fact that Moses was covered by YaHWaH is 
illustrated in the following verse, 

Exodus 33:22; ‘And it shall come to pass, while my glory passeth by, that I will 
put thee in a clift of the rock, and will cover thee with my hand while I pass by.’  

 
So we see that the Skull is connected with the light of the Word of YaHWaH, His Laws, 
and to resurrection and spiritual perfection.  Is it therefore not interesting to note that 
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Yahshua laid down His flesh body, by being crucified, at a place called Golgotha, or the 
place of a skull? 

John 19:17; ‘And he bearing his cross went forth into a place called the place of a 
skull, which is called in the Hebrew Golgotha.’ 

 
Yahshua had to lay down His life for us in this particular place as it is only through Him 
that resurrection and spiritual perfection can be manifested in us. 

John 11:25; ‘Yahshua said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that 
believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live.’ 
John 17:23; ‘I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and 
that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast 
loved me.’ 

 
As we study into the cranial and facial bones we will see these lessons come to life, the 
cranium representing the principles leading to our being able to be resurrected into life 
and our face representing the principles leading to our spiritual perfection so we may 
come face to face with our Creator! 
 
If you are not familiar with the placing of the various bones within the skull, or you do 
not have access to an anatomy book, you will find at the end of this writing 3 pages of 
illustrations which will aid you as you study.  The diagrams are taken from the ‘Anatomy 
Coloring Workbook‘ 2nd Edition, by I. Edward Alcamo, Ph.D. 
 

Cranial Bones 
 
The word Cranium comes from the Greek word for ‘helmet‘.  In the Scriptures we are 
told to take the helmet of salvation; 

Ephesians 6:17; ‘And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, 
which is the word of God.’ 

 
Thus the bones forming the cranium show the principles that lead us to salvation.  
Salvation is defined by Webster’s as follows; 

Appropriately in theology, the redemption of man from the bondage of sin and 
liability to eternal death, and the conferring on him everlasting happiness.  This is 
the great salvation. 

 
This links back to the promise of our resurrection into Life through Yahshua. 
 
Below is a list of the Cranial bones and the principles they represent. 
      Occipital   Self denial

      Frontal      The seal of YaHWaH 
      Temporal   Promises of YaHWaH

      Ethmoid    The altar of incense/Prayer 
 

Occipital 
 
On the illustration plates at the end of this study, you find the Occipital bone represented 
in the letter A. 
 
The Occipital bone forms the base of the Cranium, thus it represents our foundation 
stone, self denial, which was fully manifested in the cornerstone that the builders rejected, 
Yahshua.   
 
There are quite a few characteristics of this bone that lead us to this conclusion.  The most 
prominent characteristic is the Foramen Magnum (See A3 on illustration pages), the oval 
hole through which the cranial cavity communicates with the spinal cord.  At the 
Foramen Magnum the Brain Stem, representing the Altar of Sacrifice (as will be 
discussed in the Nervous System Study), meets the spinal cord.  The Occipital bone 
therefore has a theme of ‘sacrifice’ or ‘self/flesh denial’, which is required by any 
follower of Yahshua. 

Romans 12:1; ‘I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of Elohim, that 
ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto Elohim, which is 
your reasonable service.’ 

 
It is at the Foramen Magnum that the Occipital bone articulates with the Atlas, which is 
the first of the vertebrae.  The Atlas is of great importance as it is this vertebrae that 
enables us to nod ‘yes’.  In saying ‘yes’ to YaHWaH we lose our life for His sake, we are 
sanctified unto Him, resulting in the death of our flesh nature which leads to life eternal 
in the forming of our perfected body.  Thus, self denial leads to salvation. 

Luke 9:23-34; ‘And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him 
deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me.  For whosoever will save 
his life shall lose it: but whosoever will lose his life for my sake, the same shall 
save it.’ 

 
Self denial thus forms the foundation of our Christian life.  The Scriptures clearly say we 
can only serve one master.  The result is that if we serve YaHWaH and deny the flesh, we 
will be formed in His image as His Spirit within us is unveiled. 

Matthew 6:24; ‘No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, 
and love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye 
cannot serve Elohim and mammon.’ 

 
Yahshua‘s whole life on this earth was a picture of self denial.  He came from a position 
of owning all, to that of a young man who had no where to lay His head. 
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Matthew 8:20; ‘And Yahshua saith unto him, The foxes have holes, and the birds 
of the air have nests; but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head.’ 
 

Also, throughout His whole life, as narrated in the Scriptures, we read that He only 
desires to do the ‘will of the Father’. 

John 5:30;  ‘I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my 
judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father 
which hath sent me.’ 
 

Furthermore Yahshua admonishes us to follow His example, of self denial, if we are to be 
one of His. 

Matthew 12:50; ‘For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in heaven, 
the same is my brother, and sister, and mother.’ 

 
The question is, what is it that we sacrifice?  The words ‘self denial’ says it all.  It is the 
denying of our ‘self’ or ‘flesh nature’.  It is our flesh nature that will be burned up on the 
altar of sacrifice, the result being that only the Spirit remains so that we may glorify 
YaHWaH.  On the Altar, the fire of YaHWaH (which is His Law) will burn away our 
flesh so that we may be glorified.   

Deuteronomy 33:2; ’… from his hand went forth a fiery law for them.’ 
 
Moses’ Example of Self Denial 
 
In the Scriptures we can see an example of the fiery law burning away the flesh nature of 
man and leaving him glorified in the example of Moses.  Moses was not afraid to die to 
self and enter the smoking mountain into the presence of Father in order to receive the 
Divine Law.  In this way he was not afraid to present himself a living sacrifice.   
 
The result was that he had a foretaste of the glorification (death to flesh nature and life 
through His Spirit) that we are also promised when the Feast of Tabernacles will be 
fulfilled in us.  It was on the return of the eighth trip up the Mount that Moses’ face 
shone.  Moses here represents the overcomer group.  So too, if we die to the flesh now, 
will we, if found worthy by YaHWaH to belong to the group of overcomers, on the eighth 
day of Tabernacles, be glorified and the second death will have no power over us. 

Exodus 34:29; ‘And it came to pass, when Moses came down from mount Sinai 
with the two tables of testimony in Moses’ hand, when he came down from the 
mount, that Moses wist not that the skin of his face shone while he talked with 
him.’ 
Revelation 20:6; ‘Blessed and holy is he that hath part of the first resurrection: on 
such the second death has no power, but they shall be priests of Elohim and of 
Messiah, and shall reign with him a thousand years.’ 

 
On the other hand, the people of Israel, at the time of Moses, were afraid, lest they die.  
Death is the whole purpose of the Altar of Sacrifice, the death of the flesh nature so that 
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the life of the Spirit can be revealed within you. 
Exodus 20:18-19; ‘And all the people saw the thunderings, and the lightnings, 
and the noise of the trumpet, and the mountain smoking: and when the people saw 
it, they removed, and stood afar off.  And they said unto Moses, Speak thou with 
us, and we will hear: but let not Elohim speak with us, lest we die.’  

 
The people of Israel, nationally, therefore could not yet experience the glorification of the 
fulfilment of Tabernacles, but they will in a later fulfilment of this feast day, together 
with all those of Israel who do not belong to the overcomer group when, after the 
thousand years, on the eighth day the books (of the law) are opened.  All those written in 
the book of life (indicating there are believers also in the second resurrection) will receive 
life eternal, and those not found written in the book of life will be cast into the lake of 
fire.  This is not a lake of eternal damnation, but rather a lake of purification.  These 
people, like the overcomers before them, will be purified by the Law of YaHWaH so that 
He may unveil Himself fully within them.  This purifying which each and every one of us 
must go through is the denial of self/flesh, and the embracing of YaHWaH and His Laws 
and coming under His covering, just as Moses had done in times of old. 

Revelation 20:12, 15; ‘And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before the 
Throne; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the 
book of life; and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in 
the books, according to their works… And whosoever was not found written in the 
book of life was cast into the lake of fire.’ 

 
This shows us that we cannot come into the fullness of Tabernacles, the Glory of 
YaHWaH, if we are not first purified, in one way or the other by His Law.  Thus, there 
are steps to enter into His Glory.  We cannot jump from our sanctification at Passover 
straight to the glorification of Tabernacles.  The middle step must be taken, that of our 
wilderness walk in Pentecost, symbolising the hearing of the Law through the indwelling 
of His Spirit, leading to a full denial of self and submission to Him.  By hearing the Law 
and the indwelling of the Spirit the flesh nature is destroyed.  Without this denial of the 
self/flesh the Spirit of YaHWaH can not be unveiled fully in us.  This is what the 
foundation stone (occipital bone) of our cranium, the helmet of salvation, is teaching us, 
so that we may receive the promise written in the Scripture; 

Revelation 21:3; ‘And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the 
tabernacle of Elohim is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be 
his people, and Elohim himself shall be with them, and be their Elohim.’ 
 

In coming back to the foramen magnum and the story of Moses there are a few more bits 
of information that we can piece together.  The events leading up to Moses’ return to the 
people of Israel with his face shining is worthy for investigation.  ‘Dayspring from on 
High’ had some wonderful things to share on the ‘cleft of the rock’ experience which I 
like to share here.   
 
When the glory of Father passed before him, Moses was put in a clift of the rock.  
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Exodus 33:22; ‘And it shall come to pass, while my glory passeth by, that I will 
put thee in a clift of the rock, and will cover thee with my hand while I pass by.’ 

 
The word ‘clift’ here means; a crevice or hole.  This therefore refers to the hole in the 
occipital bone, the Foramen Magnum, which means; opening large.  We have seen that 
this experience of Moses was a foretaste of the glorification of Tabernacles and it is 
therefore an example to us that we must also have a ‘clift of the rock’ experience on our 
journey to transfiguration.   
 
To understand this experience of Moses we must study other references to ‘clefts of the 
rock’ in the Scriptures. 

Song of Solomon 2:13-14; ‘The fig tree putteth forth her green figs, and the vines 
with the tender grape give a good smell.  Arise, my love, my fair one, and come 
away.  O my dove, thou art in the clefts of the rock, in the secret places of the 
stairs, let me see thy countenance, let me hear thy voice; for sweet is thy voice, 
and thy countenance is comely.’ 
Jeremiah 48:28; ‘O ye that dwell in Moab, leave the cities, and dwell in the rock, 
and be like the dove that maketh her nest in the sides of the hole’s mouth.’ 

 
Here we see the introduction of the dove that dwells in the clefts of the rock.  What does 
the dove represent spiritually?  The Scriptures tell us that doves represent the Holy Spirit, 
and the Rock represents Yahshua. 

Matthew 3:16; ‘And Yahshua, when he was baptised, went up straightway out of 
the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of 
Elohim descending like a dove, and lighting upon him. 
 
1 Corinthians 10:4; ‘And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of 
that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that Rock was Messiah.’ 

 
In the Nervous System Study we will learn that within our skull is housed our brain and 
it’s various structures which collectively represent the Throne Room of Father. Therefore 
as a result of ‘self denial’ the Spirit/dove enters into the throne room area through the 
cleft of the rock (foramen magnum) leading to the Spirit of YaHWaH uniting us with 
Himself in His dwelling place.  It is interesting to note that the Rock, which is Yahshua, 
is also symbolised as the ‘head’ in the Scriptures. 

Colossians 1:18; ‘And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the 
beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the 
preeminence.’ 

 
Furthermore, in the Scriptures we are told to have the mind of Yahshua. 

1 Corinthians 2:16; ‘For who hath known the mind of YaHWaH, that he might 
instruct him?  But we have the mind of Messiah.’ 

 
When do we have the mind of Yahshua?  We have the mind of Yahshua when our spirit 
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has been awakened by His Spirit, and in embracing this awakening, we become the ‘new 
man’. 
 
It is interesting to note that some ‘builders’ disallowed and rejected the mind of Yahshua 
and instead opted to replace it with another mind or stone.  They rejected the foundation 
stone of self denial and therefore the Spirit/dove could not reside in their minds.  They 
were therefore led by the flesh and not the Spirit.  This is not always to be so,as in the 
end, the rejected stone would become the foundation of Sion. 

1 Peter 2:5-7; ‘Ye also, as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an holy 
priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to Elohim by Yahshua 
Messiah.  Wherefore also it is contained in the scripture, Behold, I lay in Sion a 
chief corner stone, elect, precious: and he that believeth on him shall not be 
confounded.  Unto you therefore which believe he is precious: but unto them 
which be disobedient, the stone which the builders disallowed, the same is made 
the head of the corner.’ 

 
So we have seen for us to experience Transfiguration, or coming into the glory of 
YaHWaH, we need to have a ‘cleft of the rock’ experience.  That is, denying our own 
fleshly selves and desire to see YaHWaH and be led by the indwelling of His Spirit 
(dove).   
 
Moses longed to put on the mind of Yahshua as he desired to deny his flesh and let the 
Spirit of YaHWaH rule in him.  This is shown in the fact that Moses asked Father if he 
could see His glory.  Father’s answer was that no man could see His face and live.  Our 
goal in life is to come to the point that we may see Father’s face as this results in the 
complete death of our flesh nature.  This is what Moses desired when he asked Father if 
he could see His glory.   

1 Corinthians 13:12; ‘For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to 
face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.’ 
 

It is then that YaHWaH put Moses in the clift of the rock as He passed by.  It was the 
result of this experience that the face of Moses shone when he came back down from the 
mountain, and this was a foretaste of the glorification to come.  So this cleft of the rock 
experience is a wonderful step in our walk towards being unified with Father, as we were 
in the beginning; 

Exodus 33:18-23; ‘And he said, I beseech thee, shew me thy glory.  And he said, I 
will make all my goodness pass before thee, and I will proclaim the name of 
YaHWaH before thee; and will be gracious to whom I will be gracious, and will 
shew mercy on whom I will shew mercy.  And he said, Thou canst not see my face:  
for there shall no man see me, and live.  And YaHWaH said, Behold, there is a 
place by me, and thou shalt stand upon a rock:  And it shall come to pass, while 
my glory passeth by, that I will put thee in a clift of the rock, and I will cover thee 
with my hand while I pass by:  And I will take away mine hand, and thou shalt see 
my back parts:  but my face shall not be seen.’ 
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Exodus 34:29; ‘And it came to pass, when Moses came down from mount Sinai 
with the two tables of testimony in Moses’ hand, when he came down from the 
mount, that Moses wist not that the skin of his face shone while he talked with 
him.’ 
 

The Stone Which the Builders Disallowed and Ezekiel’s Vision 
 
‘Dayspring from on High’ also had some interesting things to say about Ezekiel’s vision 
which is very relevant to this study which I also like to share here.  As we have seen 
previously, there are some who reject this corner stone of self denial.  The result of 
rejecting the stone, or in other words, disallowing the mind of Yahshua is that people are 
being led by the thoughts and ways of their own flesh nature, instead of the Spirit of 
YaHWaH.  This counterfeit stone of the flesh is described in the book of Ezekiel. 

Ezekiel 8:1-3; ‘And it came to pass in the sixth year, in the sixth month, in the fifth 
day of the month, as I sat in mine house, and the elders of Judah sat before me, 
that the hand of YaHWaH fell there upon me.  Then I beheld, and lo a likeness as 
the appearance of fire:  from the appearance of his loins even downward, fire; 
and from his loins even upward, as the appearance of brightness, as the colour of 
amber.  And he put forth the form of an hand, and took me by a lock of mine head; 
and the spirit lifted me up between the earth and the heaven, and brought me in 
the visions of Elohim to Jerusalem, to the door of the inner gate, that looketh 
towards the north; where was the seat of the image of jealousy, which provoketh 
to jealousy.’ 

 
Ezekiel’s vision was during the sixth year, sixth month, and fifth day.  During the period 
of this fifth day, Ezekiel was shown what was within the flesh mind.  And the ’in the 
morning’ of Ezekiel 12:8 would be the fullness of the timing of the sixth year, sixth 
month, and sixth day - or 666 (six being the number of man). 

Ezekiel 12:8; ’And in the morning came the word of YaHWaH came unto me, 
saying.’ 

 
In the vision, Ezekiel was lifted between the earth and the heaven.  When we consider our 
body, we can say that our head represents heaven, where the throne room of YaHWaH is, 
and our body represents earth.  The only way to travel between the head (heaven) and the 
body (earth) is through the ‘hole in the rock’ or the Foramen Magnum.  By being lifted 
between earth and heaven, Ezekiel was thus able to look within the mind.  In the vision it 
states that he came to the door of the inner gate to look within the skull.  (in the Nervous 
System Study we will study the  Hypothalamus and Thalamus.  Hypothalamus means, 
’under the inner room’ and Thalamus means ’inner room’.  These two structures form 
part of the mercy seat which is found in the Most Holy Place of the Sanctuary and is 
where YaHWaH communes with His people.)   
 
Ezekiel, when he went, in his vision, to look within the head, did not see the 
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manifestation of the glory of YaHWaH, but he saw on the north side the image of 
jealousy.  When we think of our body as the temple and looking toward the east, then our 
left side would be our north or left brain.  Our left brain is our ‘intellectual brain’, whilst 
the right brain is the ‘creative brain’.  In his vision, Ezekiel saw the image of jealousy on 
this north side.  Webster defines jealousy as follows; 

In short, jealousy is awakened by whatever may exalt others, or give them 
pleasures and advantages which we desire for ourselves. 

 
Thus in the carnal/flesh mind, ruled by intellectualism and not submissive to the will of 
Father, there is the image of jealousy, as it is a mind that does not want YaHWaH to be 
superior and to have all the glory, but rather it desires glory for itself.  This once again 
shows that those led by the carnal mind have not experienced the principle of ‘self denial’ 
as illustrated in the occipital bone.  Desiring our own glory is contrary to what we are 
exhorted to in the Scriptures. 

1 Corinthians 10:31; ‘Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do 
all to the glory of Elohim.’ 

 
Thus, when we rely on the intellectualism of our own flesh brain, and not on the Spirit of 
YaHWaH within us, we stir up in ourselves the image of jealousy as we think we know 
better than YaHWaH. 

1 Corinthians 10:22; ‘Do we provoke the Master to jealousy? are we stronger 
than He?’ 
 

We can therefore see that each individual is ruled by one of two houses, either the ‘house 
of the flesh’, led by human intellect, or the ‘house of YaHWaH’, the ruling of YaHWaH 
within us - a result of self denial. 
 
Both the ‘house of flesh’ and the ‘house of YaHWaH’, have connected with them certain 
numbers of elders. 
 
There are 24 elders and 70 elders connected with the workings of the house of YaHWaH; 

Exodus 24:9-11; ‘Then went up Moses, and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and 
seventy of the elders of Israel:  And they saw Elohim of Israel: and there was 
under his feet as it were a paved work of a sapphire stone, and as it were the body 
of heaven in its clearness.  And upon the nobles of the children of Israel he laid 
not his hand:  also they saw Elohim, and did eat and drink.’ 
 
Revelation 4:4; ‘And round about the throne were four and twenty seats:  and 
upon the seats I saw four and twenty elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and 
they had on their heads crowns of gold.’ 

 
The house of flesh/carnality is a counterfeiter as it copies the design of the House of 
YaHWaH, therefore we should also find the 24 and 70 elders in Ezekiel’s vision. 

Ezekiel 8:8-12; ‘Then said he unto me, Son of man, dig now in the wall:  and 
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when I had digged in the wall, behold a door.  And he said unto me, Go in, and 
behold the wicked abominations that they do here.  So I went in and saw; and 
behold every form of creeping things, and abominable beasts, and all the idols of 
the house of Israel, pourtrayed upon the wall round about.  And there stood 
before them seventy men of the ancients of the house of Israel, and in the midst of 
them stood Jaazaniah the son of Shaphan, with every man his censer in his hand; 
and a thick cloud of incense went up.  Then said he unto me, Son of man, hast 
thou seen what the ancients of the house of Israel do in the dark, every man in the 
chambers of his imagery?  For they say, YaHWaH seeth us not; YaHWaH hath 
forsaken the earth.’ 

 
As Ezekiel went through this vision he was able to perceive what was found in the carnal 
666 mind which was full of all abominable things.  How totally opposite to the glory of 
YaHWaH!  In the verses above we also see that there were seventy ancients or elders 
present.  Therefore the true model of YaHWaH has been counterfeited.  But this is only 
the peripheral part of the temple.  We will find the twenty four elders if we look deeper 
within. 

Ezekiel 8:16; ‘And he brought me into the inner court of YaHWaH’s house, and, 
behold, at the door of the temple of YaHWaH, between the porch and the altar, 
were about five and twenty men, with their backs toward the temple of YaHWaH, 
and their faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun toward the east.’ 

 
In the counterfeit there are ’about twenty five’ elders instead of twenty four.  Who or 
what is this twenty fifth man? 

2 Thessalonians 2:3-4; ’Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall 
not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, 
the son of perdition; Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called 
Elohim, or that is worshipped; so that he as Elohim sitteth in the temple of 
Elohim, shewing himself that he is Elohim.’ 

 
Thus the twenty fifth man is actually taking the place of Father on the throne.  This man 
is the man of sin and it is this man of sin (sin = transgression of the Law) that rules the 
body if we do not deny self and have YaHWaH, in His Sovereignty, rule our very being.  
Here once again we see that we cannot serve YaHWaH and mammon, it is either the one 
of the other and the principle that decides who will sit on the throne of our bodies is that 
of ‘self denial’.  
 
There are other instances in the Scriptures where the seventy elders applies.  Remember 
that Yahshua appointed seventy disciples? 

Luke 10:1,17; ‘After these things the Master appointed other seventy also, and 
sent them two and two before his face into every city and place, whither he 
himself would come…  And the seventy returned again with joy, saying, Master, 
even the devils are subject unto us through thy name.’ 
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Haman Led by the House of Flesh 
 
The story of Esther is worthy of investigation as you have within this narrative two 
characters in the form of Haman and Mordecai.  One of these men, namely Haman, is 
seen to be ruled by the ‘house of flesh’, whilst Mordecai has YaHWaH sitting on the 
throne of his temple. 
 
When you trace back the genealogy of Haman you will find that he is an Amalekite.  
Amalekites are defined as ’the people are King over themselves’ (Am = people, Melek = 
King).  This shows plainly that the Amalekites do not have YaHWaH sitting on their 
throne, but rather the man of sin, the flesh.  Haman desired to have the power and the 
glory of the King for himself and for everyone to see. 

Esther 6:6-9; ‘So Haman came in. And the king said unto him, What shall be done 
unto the man whom the king delighteth to honour? Now Haman thought in his 
heart, To whom would the king delight to do honour more than to myself? And 
Haman answered the king, For the man whom the king delighteth to honour, Let 
the royal apparel be brought which the king useth to wear, and the horse that the 
king rideth upon, and the crown royal which is set upon his head: And let this 
apparel and horse be delivered to the hand of one of the king's most noble 
princes, that they may array the man withal whom the king delighteth to honour, 
and bring him on horseback through the street of the city, and proclaim before 
him, Thus shall it be done to the man whom the king delighteth to honour.’ 
  

This is the perfect example of one led by the flesh.  
 
On the other hand, Mordecai pictures one as being ruled by YaHWaH.  He refuses to bow 
down to Haman and do him reverence.  Mordecai thus refuses to bow down to worship 
the flesh.  The name Mordecai means ‘little man’ and this was illustrated in his actions.  
Mordecai did not desire to be great or have any glory for himself.  Instead of coveting 
after the power of the King as Haman did, Mordecai looked to the preservation of the 
King by revealing a plot to murder him.  Not only was Mordecai faithful to the physical 
King, he also saw the sovereignty of YaHWaH in his life, and the lives of others, namely 
that of Esther.  This is illustrated in the following verse; 

Esther 4:14; ‘For if thou altogether holdest thy peace at this time, then shall there 
enlargement and deliverance arise to the worshippers of Yah from another place; 
but thou and thy father's house shall be destroyed: and who knoweth whether thou 
art come to the kingdom for such a time as this?’  

 
Here Mordecai shows Esther that all circumstances in life are brought to pass by 
YaHWaH for a reason and we must follow His leading so that we walk under His 
headship. 
 
The destiny of each man also shows to which house they belonged.  Haman’s life ended 
in death, whilst Mordecai was exalted and glorified.  So it is that the ways of man lead to 
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death. 
Proverbs 14:12; ‘There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end 
thereof are the ways of death.’ 

 
Whilst those who are ruled by YaHWaH will show forth His glory. 

John 7:18; ‘He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh 
his glory that sent him, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in him.’ 
 
Romans 8:17; ‘And if children, then heirs; heirs of Elohim, and joint-heirs with 
Messiah; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.’ 

 
Let this lead us to asking YaHWaH if He will make His abode on our throne and that we 
may submit to Him so that we may show forth His glory and be led to life and not death. 
 
Jacob’s Example of Self Denial 
 
As I was studying the occipital bone and its meaning the thought came to me of the story 
of Jacob when he fled for his life from his brother Esau.  At this time he also had a dream 
which we read of in Genesis 28:10-22.  As he was fleeing, he had no place to lay his head 
(like Yahshua) so he set up some stones and lay himself down.  

Genesis 28:11; ‘And he lighted upon a certain place, and tarried there all night, 
because the sun was set; and he took of the stones of that place, and put them for 
his pillows, and lay down in that place to sleep.’ 

 
The Stone he laid down on represents Yahshua. 
            Ephesians 2:20; ‘… Yahshua Messiah himself being the chief corner stone.’ 
 
As Jacob lay down on this stone, his occipital bone came in contact with it and he was 
therefore reminded that to come into Tabernacles (at this stage of his life, Jacob entered 
into his Pentecost/wilderness period) you have to deny self (occipital bone) and trust in 
YaHWaH/Yahshua (stone).  This is the lesson he had to learn, as we will see. 
 
When Jacob had his dream he was in his personal Pentecost (or wilderness) time.  We see 
this because Jacob made the same vow that Israel did at Mount Sinai. 

Genesis 28:20-22; ‘And Jacob vowed a vow, saying, If Elohim will be with me, 
and will keep me in this way that I go, and will give me bread to eat, and raiment 
to put on, So that I come again to my father's house in peace; then shall YaHWaH 
be my Elohim: And this stone, which I have set for a pillar, shall be Elohim’s 
house: and of all that thou shalt give me I will surely give the tenth unto thee.’ 

 
Exodus 19:7-8; ‘And Moses came and called for the elders of the people, and laid 
before their faces all these words which YaHWaH commanded him. And all the 
people answered together, and said, All that YaHWaH hath spoken we will do. 
And Moses returned the words of the people unto YaHWaH.’ 
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In his dream he had a vision of Tabernacles.  The angels ascending and descending 
represents the messages going from the head (heaven) to the earth (body) and vice versa 
(this we will see in fuller detail in the Nervous System Study as this ladder is symbolic of 
the spine).  Also it shows that in the fulfilment of Tabernacles we will be able to move 
from the spirit realm (heaven) to the flesh realm (earth) and vice versa, just as Yahshua 
did after His resurrection.   

Genesis 28:12; ‘And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on earth, and the top 
of it reached to heaven: and behold the angels of Elohim ascending and 
descending on it.’  
       
John 1:51; ‘And he saith unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Hereafter ye 
shall see heaven open, and the angels of Elohim ascending and descending upon 
the Son of man.’ 

 
This vision of messages going from the head (heaven) to earth (body) and vice versa is to 
me also a witness that for YaHWaH’s messages to come through to us without distortion 
we need to practice self denial as the spine sits on the occipital bone.  If we do not fully 
put ourselves in YaHWaH’s hands we will interpret His messages according to our own 
intellect/thoughts/will instead of YaHWaH’s thoughts/will.  The same is true of our 
petitions to heaven.  If we are led by our carnal/flesh mind, YaHWaH will not hear our 
petitions as we ask according to our own will, and not His.  But on the other hand, if 
YaHWaH rules our bodies we will desire to do only His will and as a result we will ask 
according to His will and our petitions will heard by Him without distortions. 

1 John 5:14; ‘And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any 
thing according to his will, he heareth us.’ 

 
YaHWaH gave Jacob this vision of Tabernacles at the beginning of his long wilderness 
journey (Pentecost) as an encouragement to keep going.  Father did the same with Israel 
as they left Egypt, with their first stop being in Succoth (which means 
booths/tabernacles). 
      Exodus 12:37; ’And the children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, 
      about six hundred thousand on foot that were men , beside children.’  
 
Jacob’s name means ‘supplanter’.  He always worked on and relied on his own strength 
and fleshly scheming.  He contended for the birthright and succeeded (Genesis 25:29-34).  
He contended for the blessing, and succeeded (Genesis 27).  He contended with Laban, 
and succeeded (Genesis 31).  But he contends with YaHWaH and ‘fails’, and yet, by 
‘failing’, he actually ‘wins’.  In his wrestling with the angel (Genesis 32:24-32), Jacob 
realised that he could not, by his own strength and scheming, overcome the enemy.  Thus 
by denying himself, his own fleshly strength and scheming, his name was changed to 
Israel, which means ‘YaHWaH Rules‘, or ‘YaHWaH Commands’.  This name change is 
important as names in the Scriptures symbolise character.  We see therefore that Jacob’s 
character changed, as a result of this wrestling and self denial, from being a supplanter 
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and schemer, to one who embraced YaHWaH’s sovereignty.  He was no longer relying on 
his own flesh way, but rather embracing YaHWaH’s rulership in his life.  It is interesting 
to note that the angel Jacob wrestled with pictured Esau. 

Genesis 33:10; ‘… for therefore I have seen thy face, as though I had seen the 
face of Elohim…’ 

 
When we see YaHWaH in our adversaries it shows that we believe in His sovereignty.  
This is a lesson that needs to be learned by all of us.  A lesson of denying self in all things 
and relying fully on our Heavenly Father.  This therefore is a Scriptural example of the 
principle of the occipital bone.   
 
We also see that Jacob called the place where the wrestling occurred, Peniel, which 
means ‘face of YaHWaH’.  It is only when we seek YaHWaH’s face and deny our own 
ways that we can become at one with Him.  When this is realised we can enter into 
Tabernacles as Jacob did also; 

Genesis 33:17; ‘And Jacob journeyed to Succoth, and built him an house, and 
made booths for his cattle: therefore the name of the place is called Succoth.’ 

 
For Jacob, this self denial was in his own strength and in his scheming to do things the 
way he thought they needed to be done.  For others it might be another problem they fight 
with, but it all works to the same end, that being the moving out of the ‘house of flesh‘ 
and into the ‘house of YaHWaH‘.   
 
Articulations of the Occipital Bone 
 
The occipital bone articulates (joins) with 6 bones; two parietal, two temporal, sphenoid 
and atlas.  Six is the number of man.  This witnesses to us that we have to deny flesh man 
so that YaHWaH may dwell within us.  When a bone articulates with another bone it 
indicates that the principles they represent are connected.   
� The parietal bones represent the righteousness of Yahshua.  According to Webster, 

righteousness means; 
Purity of heart and rectitude of life; conformity of heart and life to the divine law.  
Righteousness as used in Scripture and theology, in which it is chiefly used, is 
nearly equivalent to holiness, comprehending holy principles and affections of 
heart, and conformity of life to the divine law.  It includes all we call justice, 
honesty and virtue, with holy affections; in short, it is true religion.  

 
 As we see from this definition, for the righteousness of Yahshua to be manifested in 
 us we need to practice denial of self or flesh and embrace the ways of YaHWaH. 

 
� The temporal bones represent the promises of YaHWaH.  In order to receive the 

promises of YaHWaH we must deny self.  If we follow our own ways it will lead only 
to death, but we find life in YaHWaH.   

 Proverbs 14:12; ‘There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end 
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thereof are the ways of death.’ 
  
 Also when we keep the promises of YaHWaH clear in our minds we will be                    
 encouraged to continue following His way, when things get tough, instead of falling 
 back into our own flesh way. 

       
� The sphenoid bone represents the Ark of the Covenant, the final blotting out of sin 

and the at-one-ment with YaHWaH.  In the Sanctuary, the Ark of the Covenant was 
housed in the Most Holy Place and it was there, on the Mercy Seat that YaHWaH met 
once a year with the High Priest on the Day of Atonement.  It was there that the glory 
of YaHWaH was manifested. 

            Exodus 25:22; ‘And there I will meet with thee, and I will commune with thee        
      from above the mercy seat, from between the two cherubims which are upon the          
      ark of the testimony, of all things which I will give thee in commandment unto             
      the children of Israel.’ 
             

Exodus 26:34; ‘And thou shalt put the mercy seat upon the ark of the testimony in 
the most holy place.’ 

       
      Self denial is connected with the Ark of the Covenant because we can not meet 
      YaHWaH face to face unless we are totally cleansed and in line with His way. 
 
� We have discussed earlier in this writing that the Atlas allows us to nod yes, and it is 

important for us to say ‘yes’ to YaHWaH and His ways, and thus denying our 
flesh/self. 

            Luke 9:23; ‘And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him deny    
            himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me.’ 
 
Muscle Attachments to the Occipital Bone 
 
There are twelve pairs (12x2) of muscles attached to this bone.  The number twelve 
signifies ‘perfection of government‘.  The number two signifies ‘mutual help/support’.  
When our flesh nature is completely burned away it is promised that we will rule under 
the leadership of YaHWaH. 

Revelation 5:10; ‘And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall 
reign on the earth.’ 

 

Parietal 
 
On the illustration plates at the end of this study, you find the Parietal bones represented 
in the letter B. 
 
The Parietal bones represent righteousness.  As we saw previously in this study, 
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righteousness is defined by Webster’s as follows;   
Purity of heart and rectitude of life; conformity of heart and life to the divine law.  
Righteousness as used in Scripture and theology, in which it is chiefly used, is 
nearly equivalent to holiness, comprehending holy principles and affections of 
heart, and conformity of life to the divine law.  It includes all we call justice, 
honesty and virtue, with holy affections; in short, it is true religion.  

 
Righteousness is nearly equivalent to holiness, it is turning into the likeness of YaHWaH, 
who is love. 

1 John 4:16; ‘And we have known and believed the love that Elohim hath to us.  
Elohim is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in Elohim, and Elohim in 
him.’ 

 
Righteousness is conformity to the law of YaHWaH. 

Psalm 119:172; ’My tongue shall speak of thy word:  for all thy commandments 
are righteousness.’ 

 
And love is the fulfilling of the Law. 

Romans 13:10; ’Love worketh no ill to his neighbour: therefore love is the 
fulfilling of the law.’ 

 
It is through the life of our Saviour, Yahshua, that we can put on righteousness.  It is 
through His death that our sins are pardoned and through His resurrection, ascension and 
acceptance in the presence of YaHWaH that we too may be worthy to come before our 
Creator in righteousness. 
            Romans 5:17; ‘For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they 
            which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in    
            life by one, Yahshua Messiah.’ 
 
Articulations of the Parietal Bones 
 
The Parietal bones articulate with five bones; the opposite parietal, the occipital, frontal, 
temporal and sphenoid. 
 
Five is the number of ‘grace’.  One of the ways Webster defines grace is; 

The application of Christ’s righteousness to the sinner.  Where sin abounded, 
grace did much more abound. Rom, v. 

 
Being made free from sin through the righteousness of Yahshua we are become servants 
of YaHWaH and His righteousness so that we may be made holy unto Him. 

Romans 5:19; ‘For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by 
the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.’ 
 
Romans 6:18, 22, 23; ‘Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of 
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righteousness… But now being made free from sin, and become servants to 
Elohim, ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life. For the 
wages of sin is death; but the gift of Elohim is eternal life through Messiah 
Yahshua our Master.’ 

 
The bones that the parietal articulates with show us the principles needed for YaHWaH to 
lead us into His righteousness.  
 
� The two parietal bones join together at the top of the skull, thus they form the sides 

and roof of the skull. 
Proverbs 16:31; ‘The hoary head is a crown of glory, if it be found in the way of 
righteousness.’ 

 
Just as the parietal bones form the top covering of our head, so does YaHWaH crown 
our heads with glory if we are found in the way of righteousness. 

 
� The occipital bone represents the principle of self denial.  Through denial of self 

YaHWaH shapes us in righteousness. 
Luke 9:23-34; ‘And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him 
deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me.  For whosoever will save 
his life shall lose it: but whosoever will lose his life for my sake, the same shall 
save it.’ 
 

� The frontal bone represents the seal of YaHWaH’s character.  We cannot have the 
seal of YaHWaH’s character imprinted on our foreheads if we are not found 
righteous, as YaHWaH is righteousness. 

Psalm 50:6; ‘And the heavens shall declare his righteousness: for Elohim is judge 
himself. Selah.’ 

 
� The temporal bone represents the promises of YaHWaH.  In Latin, ’temporal’ means 

time.  We are told in Scripture that YaHWaH’s promise of righteousness to fill the 
earth will take time, just as it takes time for a garden to grow, but the promise is there 
and it will be fulfilled. 

Isaiah 61:11; ‘For as the earth bringeth forth her bud, and as the garden causeth 
the things that are sown in it to spring forth; so Master YaHWaH will cause 
righteousness and praise to spring forth before all the nations.’  
 

� The sphenoid bone represents the Ark of the Covenant, the final blotting out of sin.  
Righteousness is conformity to the Law.  If one does not conform to the Law one sins, 
or is found unrighteous.  Webster defines the word unrighteous as follows; 

Not righteous; not just; not conformed in heart and life to the divine law; evil; 
wicked. 

Since all man has sinned we need the blood of Yahshua, which was sprinkled on the 
Mercy Seat of the Ark of the Covenant to wash us clean from all sins so that we may 
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come before YaHWaH wearing the pure white robes of righteousness. 
Revelation 19:8; ‘And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, 
clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.’ 

 
 
 
Muscle Attachments to the Parietal Bones 
 
There is one muscle attached to this bone.  The number one symbolises unity and it is 
when we are fully clothed in righteousness that we can be truly unified again with our 
Father from whence we came.  
 

Frontal  
 
On the illustration plates at the end of this study, you find the Frontal bone represented in 
the letter C. 
 
The frontal bone represents the seal of YaHWaH’s character (His character is illustrated 
in His name), a sign that we belong to Him. 

Revelation 7:2-3; ‘And I saw another angel ascending from the east, having the 
seal of the living Elohim: and he cried with a loud voice to the four angels, to 
whom it was given to hurt the earth and the sea, Saying, hurt not the earth, 
neither the sea, nor the trees, till we have sealed the servants of our Elohim in 
their foreheads.’ 

 
In Revelation 22:3-4 we read that when the curse of Adam (mortality/barring of the tree 
of life) is taken away, then we shall see Fathers’ face, we will no longer be ashamed, and 
His name/character shall be written on our foreheads and His glory will engulf us.  When 
YaHWaH’s name is written on our foreheads, it is then that we will be His fully 
manifested, glorified sons and daughters. 

Revelation 22:3-4; ‘And there shall be no more curse:  but the throne of Elohim 
and of the Lamb shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him:  And they shall 
see his face; and his name shall be in their foreheads.’ 

 
Whilst we are still waiting for this fullness of YaHWaH’s glory to be manifested within 
us, we are sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise.  

Ephesians 1:13-14; ‘In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, 
the gospel of your salvation:  in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed 
with that holy Spirit of promise,  Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the 
redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.’ 

 
It is when we are fully manifested in the Spirit, and the flesh/carnal ways have no more 
sway over us that our characters are perfected.  We can then receive a new name which

will be a reflection of His character in us. 
Revelation 3:12; ‘Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my 
Elohim, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him the name of my 
Elohim, and the name of the city of my Elohim, which is new Jerusalem, which 
cometh down out of heaven from my Elohim: I and will write upon him my new 
name.’ 

 
Seal as a Protection from Destruction 
 
In Ezekiel 9 this seal on our foreheads is a mark for protection from destruction.  It is 
given to those who are sighing and crying for all the abominations that are being done 
amongst our people, Israel. 

Ezekiel 9:4, 5; ‘And YaHWaH said unto him, Go through the midst of the city, 
through the midst of Jerusalem, and set a mark upon the foreheads of the men that 
sigh and that cry for all the abominations that be done in the midst thereof.  And 
to the others he said in mine hearing, Go ye after him through the city, and smite: 
let not your eye spare, neither have ye pity.’ 
 

In the deliverance from Egypt, the sign was the blood on the doorpost. 
Exodus 12:7,13; ‘And they shall take of the blood, and strike it on the two side 
posts and on the upper door post of the houses, wherein they shall eat it… And the 
blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are:  and when I see 
the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy 
you, when I smite the land of Egypt.’ 

 
The door represents Yahshua.   

John 10:9; ‘I am the door:  by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall 
go in and out, and find pasture.’ 

 
The two side posts are represented by our two ears which are anointed to hear YaHWaH‘s 
Word.  The upper door post represents our forehead, symbolising the law (YaHWaH’s 
character) written on our minds and hearts. This protects us from the day of trouble.  The 
striking of the doorpost and lintel with the blood at Passover thus signifies our complete 
dependence on Yahshua and His merits as it is by His blood that we are anointed.  It 
illustrates our complete surrender to the will of YaHWaH as we rely on Him to save and 
guide us.   
 
Often the seal of YaHWaH, as well as its antagonist, the ‘Mark of the Beast’, spoken of 
in Revelation are seen to be a physical mark, one that everyone can see.  However, 
YaHWaH does not see as man sees and it shows that man, in his flesh state, can not see 
the intents of another’s heart.   

1 Samuel 16:7; ‘But the Lord said unto Samuel, Look not on his countenance, or 
on the height of his stature; because I have refused him:  For the Lord seeth not 
as man seeth; for man looketh on the outward appearance, but the Lord looketh 
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on the heart.’ 
 
 
The Curtains Covering the Tabernacle 
 
The tabernacle Moses built in the wilderness is an illustration of our physical bodies 
which is described in the Scriptures as being the temple of the Holy Spirit. 

1 Corinthians 6:19; ‘What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy 
Ghost which is in you, which ye have of Elohim, and ye are not your own?’ 

 
As we study the tabernacle of Moses we notice that there several coverings placed over 
the tabernacle, the second of which was made of goats’ hair. 
            Exodus 26:7; ‘And thou shalt make curtains of goats' hair to be a covering upon   
            the tabernacle: eleven curtains shalt thou make.’ 
 
These 11 curtains represent the bones that collectively protect the brain; the paired 
parietal and temporal bones, the unpaired frontal, occipital, sphenoid and ethmoid bones 
and three sutural bones. 
 
In the instructions regarding the making of the curtains, the sixth curtain in the forefront 
was to be doubled. 
            Exodus 26:9; ‘And thou shalt couple five curtains by themselves, and six curtains 
            by themselves, and shalt double the sixth curtain in the forefront of the                   
            tabernacle.’ 
 
This sixth doubled curtain represents the frontal bone.  The frontal bone is two bones at 
birth and becomes fused with maturity.  The bones in a baby’s skull are not yet fully fused 
but joined together with fibrous tissue - to enable flexibility when going through the birth 
canal.  These ’soft spots’ are called fontanelles.  There are actually six of these but the 
largest is the anterior fontanelle which is located on the crown of the baby’s head and is 
about 4cm across.  It is this fontanelle which divides the frontal bone in two and thus it 
represents the sixth curtain. 
 
In the Scriptures we read that the curtains were fused with 50 taches of brass, 

Exodus 26:11; ‘And thou shalt make fifty taches of brass, and put the taches into 
the loops, and couple the tent together, that it may be one.’ 

 
Brass in the Scriptures means judgement.  Judgement, not to destruction, but so that we 
may be healed of our spiritual blindness. 

John 9:39; ‘And Yahshua said, For judgement I am come into this world, that they 
which see not might see; and that they which see might be made blind.’ 

 
In Matthew we see that Yahshua came not to destroy the law but to fulfil it. 

Matthew 5:17-19; ‘Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets:  I 
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am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.  For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and 
earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be 
fulfilled.  Whosoever therefore shall break one of these commandments, and shall 
teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven:  but 
whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom 
of heaven.’ 

 
Sin is defined as the transgression of the law. 

1 John 3:4; ‘Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law:  for sin is the 
transgression of the law.’ 

 
If the laws have been done away, there is no need of judgement.  Judgement comes by the 
law and this is why there is such an intimate connection between the 50 taches of brass 
(symbolising judgement) holding together the curtains (representing the bones illustrating 
the laws and principles of YaHWaH).  We will be judged by the law at the white throne 
judgement as explained in Revelation 20:10-15.  The books that are opened there are the 
books of the law.   
 
It is also interesting to note that fifty is the number of Jubilee/deliverance.  It points to 
deliverance and rest following on as the result of the perfect consummation of time.  
When we are in perfect harmony with YaHWaH’s laws there will be no more judgement 
and we will find perfect rest in Him. 
 
Thus, the frontal bone, which forms our forehead, represents that doubled curtain in the 
forefront of the tabernacle.    
 
Being Unified with YaHWaH 
 
So when we have become fully unified with YaHWaH in thought and being, when our 
flesh is burned away, the curse placed on Adam is taken away and we have become 
spiritually mature.  Then YaHWaH can write His name on us.  This is completely 
fulfilled when He marries us. 

Isaiah 54:5; ‘For thy Maker is thine husband; YaHWaH of hosts is his name; and 
thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The Elohim of the whole earth shall he be 
called.’ 

There is a connection between the unification that occurs in marriage, (where two become 
one and the bride takes on the name of the bridegroom) and the anatomy and lesson of the 
frontal bone (formed of two parts, becoming one as we mature and representing the seal 
of YaHWaH’s character given us on our foreheads).  
 
When two people become one, they do so in marriage.  It is the bride who is always given 
time to ‘make herself ready’ and it is the bride that takes on the name of the bridegroom.  
Once she has taken on her new husbands name every one knows that she belongs 
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exclusively to him.   
             
When we are spiritually babies, we do not yet fully understand the things of the spirit and 
are often still led by our flesh inclinations.  As the bride we need time to prepare 
ourselves for our marriage day.  Everything needs to be perfect and we need to become 
pure and worthy to be united our future husband, YaHWaH, whom we adore.  Therefore, 
as we desire to please and become acceptable to Him, we grow spiritually.  Finally the 
time comes when we are ‘spiritually mature’ and we can be unified with Him.  

 Revelation 19:7; ‘Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the 
marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready.’  

 
It is at the point of our marriage and unification with YaHWaH that we can claim His 
name/character as our own as we submit ourselves fully to Him.  His name is then 
symbolically written on our foreheads.  We belong exclusively to Him. 
 
So just as the frontal bone is united as we mature physically, we can see the spiritual 
implication, that as we grow in the spirit, we are being made ready to be united with our 
Husband, YaHWaH.  When this uniting is complete His name can be written on us as a 
sign that we belong exclusively to Him.   
 
How wonderful it is that Father is leading us to understand His intimate feelings for us 
through the anatomy of our bodies! 

 
Articulations of the Frontal Bone 
 
The frontal bone articulates with 12 bones and it is the principles represented by these  
bones that are needed to receive the seal of YaHWaH; the paired parietal, nasal, maxillae, 
lacrimal and zygomatic bones, and the sphenoid and ethmoid bones.  
 
Twelve is the number for perfection of government.  When we have the seal of YaHWaH 
and are thus fully mature in the spirit, we are commissioned to rule and reign with Him 

Revelation 5:10; ‘And hast made us unto our Elohim kings and priests: and we 
shall reign on the earth.’ 

 
This is an illustration of the perfection of His government in the age to come. 
 
� The parietal bones represent the righteousness of Yahshua.  We cannot receive the 

seal of YaHWaH if our characters are not like unto His as He is righteous. 
Psalm 116:5; ‘Gracious is YaHWaH, and righteous; yea, our Elohim is merciful.’ 

 
� The sphenoid bone represents the Ark of the Covenant, complete blotting out of sin.  

Unless all our sin is blotted out we can not become one with Father.  Sin is 
represented in the Scriptures as darkness, and in YaHWaH there is no darkness. 

Acts 26:18; ‘To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from 
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the power of Satan unto Elohim, that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and 
inheritance among them which are sanctified by faith that is in me.’ 
 
1 John 1:5; ‘This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare 
unto you, that Elohim is light, and in him is no darkness at all.’ 
 

� The ethmoid bone represents the Altar of Incense/Prayer.  As we have seen, it is by 
having the seal of YaHWaH’s name/character that we can be delivered and that we 
can come to see Him face to face.  We are admonished in the Scriptures to pray that 
we are to be found worthy to receive this great blessing. 

Luke 21:36; ‘Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted 
worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the 
Son of man.’ 

 
Also, it is by praying that we can ask YaHWaH to mould us more into His image.  
And it is by praying, and finding true communion with Him that we really get to 
‘know’ Father and thus He causes in us a desire to become more like Him in 
character. 

Jeremiah 6:16; ‘Thus saith YaHWaH, Stand ye in the ways, and see, and ask for 
the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for 
your souls…’ 

 
So when we ask for the good way, and then walk therein, we will find rest for our 
souls.  What is this rest?  This rest is freedom from sin, or evil.  YaHWaH dwells in 
complete rest as there is no sin in Him and so too, if we ask, will we be delivered into 
His rest as we cease from our own flesh works and submit to Him.  The result is His 
character being moulded in us. 

1 Kings 5:4; ‘But now YaHWaH my Elohim hath given me rest on every side, so 
that there is neither adversary nor evil occurrent.’  
 
Hebrews 4:10; ‘For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased from his 
own works, as Elohim did from his.’ 

 
� The nasal bones represent conviction.  Conviction is the act of convincing of error, 

compelling one to admit the truth of a charge.  It is by conviction that a sinner is 
brought to repentance. 

 
      If we are to become one with YaHWaH, and have His character written on our 
      foreheads, then we must come to a point of humbleness in acknowledging that we are 
      sinners.  Only then can true repentance occur which involves seeing the error of our 
      way and turning from it. 
 

Without conviction and repentance we will not be able to come into the glory of 
YaHWaH, for all have sinned. 
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       Romans 3:23; ‘For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of Elohim.’ 
 

� The maxillae represent the presence of the Holy Spirit.  YaHWaH is Spirit and when 
we worship Him we must do so in Spirit and in truth. 

John 4:23-24; ‘But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall 
worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship 
him.  Elohim is Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and 
in truth.’ 

 
      Also, the flesh cannot understand the things of the Spirit.  So if we are to be sealed by 
      YaHWaH’s character/name our flesh needs to be removed so that the Spirit can flow 
      freely through us, by which we can manifest YaHWaH and His glory. 

1 Corinthians 2:11-12, 14; ‘For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the 
spirit of man which is in him? even so the things of Elohim knoweth no man, but 
the Spirit of Elohim.  Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the 
spirit which is of Elohim; that we might know the things that are freely given to us 
of Elohim…  But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of Elohim: 
for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are 
spiritually discerned.’ 

 
� The lacrimal bones represent repentance.  We have already seen the importance of 

repentance as a result of conviction.  Furthermore, we are shown in the Scriptures that 
repentance is a pre-requisite for baptism and thus the remission of sins and the 
receiving of the Holy Spirit.    

Acts 2:38; ‘Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you 
in the name of Yahshua Messiah for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the 
gift of the Holy Ghost.’ 
 

Without the remission of sins, we cannot come before YaHWaH clean, as we all have 
sinned.  Without the presence of the Holy Spirit we cannot understand YaHWaH, let 
alone display His character.  So repentance is an essential step to receiving the seal of 
YaHWaH on our foreheads and being thus unified with Him. 

 
� The zygomatic bones represent the truth.  For us to carry the seal of YaHWaH’s 

name/character we have to walk in the truth as He is truth. 
John 14:6; ‘Yahshua saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man 
cometh unto the Father, but by me.’ 
 
John 10:30; ‘I and my Father are one.’ 
 

 
Muscle Attachments to the Frontal Bone 
 
There are three pairs of muscles attached to this bone.   
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The number three stands for that which is solid, real, substantial, complete, and entire.  
So could it be that when we are unified with YaHWaH in Spirit and in truth, when we are 
sealed with His character/name, that then we are complete and have finally reached our 
destiny? 
 

Temporal 
 
On the illustration plates at the end of this study, you find the Temporal bones 
represented in the letter D. 
 
The temporal bones are situated at the sides and base of the skull.  
 
Each temporal bone has four parts.  The number four denotes YaHWaH’s creative works.  
The number four always has reference to all that is created.  The number four also 
illustrates the blessed hope of deliverance of a groaning creation awaiting the 
manifestation of the Sons of YaHWaH. 

Romans 8:19, 22-23; ‘For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the 
manifestation of the sons of Elohim…  For we know that the whole creation 
groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now.   And not only they, but 
ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan 
within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body.’ 

 
The temporal bone therefore represents the promises of YaHWaH made to all He has 
created.  We, having received the earnest of the Spirit, look forward to the day promised 
us, that we will be manifested as sons and daughters of Elohim, shining forth His glory. 
The result of this will be that the whole of His creation will find rest. 
 
Pomegranates 
 
In the Song of Solomon we read about our ‘temples’ which are formed by the temporal 
bone. 

Song of Solomon 4:3; 6:7; ‘Thy lips are like a thread of scarlet, and thy speech is 
comely:  thy temples are like a piece of pomegranate within thy locks… As a piece 
of pomegranate are thy temples within your locks.’ 

 
The pomegranate is red fruit which is full of many seeds.  The seeds are encased with a 
tart, juicy red pulp.  In Psalms we are told; 

Psalm 126:6; ‘He that goeth forth and weepeth, bearing precious seed, shall 
doubtless come again with rejoicing, bringing his sheaves with him.’ 

 
This verse shows us that the promises of YaHWaH are made available by the blood of 
Yahshua.  Without the blood of Yahshua we would never be able to become manifested 
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sons and daughters of Elohim.   
 
This fruit, the pomegranate, was also on the bottom of the High Priest’s blue robe, a sign 
that promises are intimately tied with obedience. 

Exodus 28:33-34; ‘And beneath upon the hem of it thou shalt make pomegranates 
of blue, and of purple, and of scarlet, roundabout the hem thereof; and bells of 
gold between them roundabout:  A golden bell and a pomegranate, a golden bell 
and a pomegranate, upon the hem of the robe round about.’ 
 
Numbers 15:39-40; ‘And it shall be unto you for a fringe, that ye may look upon 
it, and remember all the commandments of YaHWaH, and do them; and that ye 
seek not after your own heart and your own eyes, after which you use to go a 
whoring:  that ye may remember, and do all my commandments, and be holy unto 
your Elohim.’ 

 
The healing of the people, thus their finding rest from the pain of disease, is directly 
linked to keeping YaHWaH’s laws, doing Father’s will and not our own.  The following 
Scripture illustrates this point as once the hem of the garment had been touched, 
symbolising an embracing of the law by that person, the person was healed.  As we have 
seen, the whole creation is groaning and travailing in pain now and its restoration is one 
of the greatest promises YaHWaH has given us.  How wonderful it will be when we, as 
manifested sons and daughters of Elohim, can help bring YaHWaH’s creation into rest, 
free from pain and suffering. 

Matthew 14:36; ‘And besought him that they might only touch the hem of his 
garment: and as many as touched were made perfectly whole.’ 

 
It is through discipline that YaHWaH leads His people.  Therefore there are not only 
promises of blessing, but there are also promises of curses if we disobey His Laws.  These 
are outlined in Deuteronomy 28.  It is by these ‘curses’ that YaHWaH leads the people to 
an understanding that they need Him and that they cannot find that what they are 
inwardly looking for (true rest) by following their own ways.  The purpose of the curses is 
to lead Israel to humbling themselves and seeking YaHWaH’s face, so that He in turn can 
heal them and their land.   

2 Chronicles 7:14; ‘If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble 
themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then 
will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.’ 

 
As we will see in the Nervous System study, the pomegranate also represents the two 
hemispheres of the brain, just as the temples form the two opposite sides of the skull.  
Before the fall, the two hemispheres of our brain worked in perfect unison.  Now, the 
communication between them is impaired, there is a breach, but Father promises us that 
this breach will be healed.  Thus we can rejoice in the promise of restoration! 

Isaiah 30:26; ‘Moreover the light of the moon shall be as the light of the sun, and 
the light of the sun shall be sevenfold, as the light of seven days, in the day that 
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YaHWaH bindeth up the breach of his people, and healeth the stroke of their 
wound.’ 

 
The Hearing Bones 
 
Encased within the temporal bone are the three tiny hearing bones (discussed in the 
hearing ear lesson) and the sensory receptors for hearing and balance.  What good are 
promises to us if we have not heard them?  It is as we hear the promises that YaHWaH 
has made to us that we are encouraged to continue walking on His straight and narrow 
path.  And as we keep in mind His promises we can discern if that which we hear is truly 
of Him.  If it is in line with His promises then we know it is of Father,  if not, we know 
that which is spoken is trying to deceive us.  For example, we all look forward to the 
imminent return of Yahshua on this earth, that is a promise YaHWaH has given us.  
However there are many that, in the end time, will falsely proclaim that Yahshua will not 
return very soon at all.  These are scoffers that walk after their own lust (i.e. they are ruled 
by their flesh).  This is done to deceive the people and to lead them astray from their walk 
with YaHWaH. 

Hebrews 10:36-37; ‘For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will 
of Elohim, ye might receive the promise.  For yet a little while, and he that shall 
come will come, and will not tarry.’ 

 
2 Peter 3:3-4; 'Knowing this first, that there shall come in the last days scoffers, 
walking after their own lusts, And saying, Where is the promise of his coming? for 
since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning of 
the creation.' 

 
Also as we keep in mind the promises of YaHWaH we will be able to stand in this 
unbalanced world.  It is only when we have our thoughts directed solely to Father that we 
may stand and not fall. 

Ephesians 6:13; ‘Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of Elohim, that ye 
may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.’ 

 
The Mastoid Process 
 
The mastoid process (D3 on the illustration pages) of the temporal bone is found behind 
the ear and it is here that a neck muscle finds its attachment site.  The neck represents 
attitude.   
 
We are reminded of Israel who has a ’stiff neck’, a people that is stubborn and obstinate.  

Exodus 32:9; ‘And YaHWaH said unto Moses, I have seen this people, and, 
behold, it is a stiffnecked people.’ 

 
When we rely on the promises of YaHWaH and His timing, we will not try to do things 
our way and thus we will display a good attitude of patience and submission.  Our attitude 
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thus depends on our faith in YaHWaH’s promises.  We see this displayed in, not only the 
life of Yahshua, but also that of our faithful forefathers who believed in the promise and 
obtained a good report through their faith therein.  They showed not an attitude of 
stubbornness and obstinacy, but rather patience and submission in the will of YaHWaH. 

Hebrews 12:2; ’Looking unto Yahshua the author and finisher of our faith; who 
for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is 
set down at the right hand of the throne of YaHWaH.’ 
 
Hebrews 11:39; ’And these all, having obtained a good report through faith, 
received not the promise.’ 

 
Attitude depends on faith in YaHWaH’s promises and this should form our vision.  If we 
do not have this vision, we will perish. 

Proverbs 29:18; ’Where there is no vision, the people perish:  but he that keepeth 
the law, happy is he.’ 

 
Within the mastoid process are also found air spaces (sinuses) which connect to the 
middle ear, where our balance mechanisms are found.  Infections of the middle ear can 
therefore spread and cause mastoiditis (infection of the mastoid bone).  We must pray and 
ask Father that he keeps our air spaces (sinuses) filled with His Spirit so that the area 
cannot be infected with sin and affect our daily walk with Him.   The hearing and obeying 
of the law keeps us on the straight path turning neither to the right nor the left, thereby 
keeping us balanced and allowing us to grow ever more in the Spirit of YaHWaH.  
 
The Temples of Sisera 
 
In Judges 4, there was a battle between the armies of Deborah and Barak and  Sisera.  It 
was the desire of Sisera to destroy the people of Israel, but YaHWaH delivered him and 
his army into the hands of Deborah and Barak.  As a sign of the promised deliverance 
from oppression, Sisera had a tent peg driven through his temples.   

Judges 4:22-23; 'And, behold, as Barak pursued Sisera, Jael came out to meet 
him, and said unto him, Come, and I will shew thee the man whom thou seekest. 
And when he came into her tent, behold, Sisera lay dead, and the nail was in his 
temples. So Elohim subdued on that day Jabin the king of Canaan before the 
children of Israel.' 

  
 
Articulations of the Temporal Bones 
 
The temporal bones articulate with five bones; the occipital, parietal, sphenoid, zygomatic 
and mandible.  
 
Five is the number of grace.  It shows us that we need the Divine part in order to receive 
the promises He has made us.  We can not on our own strength receive these promises.   
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One of the ways Webster defines grace is as follows; 
Appropriately, the free unmerited love and favor of God, the spring and source of 
all the benefits men receive from Him. 

 
� The occipital bone represents the principle of self denial.   

 
As we have seen, the receiving of the promises of YaHWaH are intimately linked 
with obedience to Him.  This obedience results in a denying of self. 

 
We read in the Proverbs that all ‘our ways’ lead to death.  However, if we deny our 
flesh and follow the ways of YaHWaH we are promised Life. 

Proverbs 14:12; ‘There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end 
thereof are the ways of death.’ 
 
Romans 6:22; ‘But now being made free from sin, and become servants to Elohim, 
ye have your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting life.’ 
 

There is also a link between obedience and hearing (the hearing bones being found 
encased within the temporal bone).  In order to obey we have to first hear.  We have 
truly heard, when we do that which we have been told.  True obedience is doing that 
which you have been told to do, even when you don’t understand why you have to do 
it. Only when we surrender fully to Father (deny self), can we hear clearly His voice 
and as a result we can attain the blessings He has in store for us.  The hearing of the 
law, producing obedience, is a Pentecost theme as we can see in the experience of 
Israel receiving the law at Mount Sinai on the day of Pentecost.   
 

� The parietal bone represents the righteousness which we will manifest through 
Yahshua.   
 
In Latin, Temporal = Temoprum and it means ‘time’.  Just as it takes time for a plant 
to grow, so it takes time for the promise (temporal bone) of ‘righteousness/holiness’ 
(parietal bone) to be manifested. 

Isaiah 61:11; ‘For as the earth bringeth forth her bud, and as the garden causeth 
the things that are sown in it to spring forth; so the Master YaHWaH will cause 
righteousness and praise to spring forth before all nations. 

 
Thus the temporal bone of the promises, is intimately connected to the parietal bone 
of righteousness.    

 
� So we have seen that the promises of YaHWaH are linked to self denial/obedience 

and righteousness.  Truly the Scriptures state that YaHWaH promises Israel that if she 
obeys His commandments, she will be a holy people unto Him. 

Deuteronomy 28:9; ’YaHWaH shall establish thee an holy people unto himself, as 
he hath sworn unto thee, if thou shalt keep the commandments of YaHWaH your 
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Elohim and walk in his ways.’ 
 
      But what about the other three bones - zygomatic, mandible and sphenoid? 

 
For each of us to come to the point of the fulfilment of this most wonderful promise 
of being a ‘holy people’, we must desire and walk in His truth (zygomatic), we must 
be disciplined by Him (mandible) and there must be a final blotting away of sin so 
that we may be worthy to come in Fathers presence, clean as snow (sphenoid).  So 
you see, all the bones articulating to the temporal bone fit together like a puzzle and 
show us the principles needed to reach our end goal of dwelling with Him and the 
fulfilment of all His promises to us ward. 

 
Muscle Attachments to the Temporal Bone 
 
We have already talked of the neck muscle attaching to the temporal bone, but there are 
actually a total of fifteen muscles which attach to the temporal bone. The number fifteen 
partakes of the significance of number five as well as of three as fifteen is 3x5.  Bullinger 
has the following to say of this combination; 

Five is, as we have seen, the number of grace, and three is the number of divine 
perfection.  Fifteen, therefore, specially refers to acts wrought by the energy of 
divine grace. 

 
This witnesses once again that the promises YaHWaH has made us, His people, are not 
because we are so good or strong, but rather because He has loved us. 

Deuteronomy 7:7-8; 'YaHWaH did not set his love upon you, nor choose you, 
because ye were more in number than any people; for ye were the fewest of all 
people: But because YaHWaH loved you, and because he would keep the oath 
which he had sworn unto your fathers, hath YaHWaH brought you out with a 
mighty hand, and redeemed you out of the house of bondmen, from the hand of 
Pharaoh king of Egypt.' 

 

Sphenoid 
 
On the illustration plates at the end of this study, you find the Sphenoid bone represented 
in the letter E. 
 
The Sphenoid bone represents the Ark of the Covenant and the final blotting out of sin. 
 
In the Nervous System study we will learn about the thalamus, hypothalamus and 
pituitary which are all associated with this bone. 
 
The Sphenoid bone is a symbol of the Ark of the Covenant, which was housed in the 
Most Holy Place.  It was only once a year, on the Day of Atonement, that the High Priest

was allowed to enter into this chamber.  
Leviticus 16:29-30, 34; ‘And this shall be a statute for ever unto you: that in the 
seventh month, on the tenth day of the month, ye shall afflict your souls, and do no 
work at all, whether it be one of your own country, or a stranger that sojourneth 
among you:  For on that day shall the priest make an atonement for you, to 
cleanse you , that ye may be clean from all your sins before YaHWaH… And this 
shall be an everlasting statute unto you, to make an atonement for the children of 
Israel for all their sins once a year.  And he did as YaHWaH commanded Moses.’ 

 
The glory, the very presence of YaHWaH was manifested here, at the Ark of the 
Covenant, upon the mercy seat.  And it is here that YaHWaH dwelt and communed with 
His people.  

Exodus 25:22; ‘And there I will meet with thee, and I will commune with thee 
from above the mercy seat, from between the two cherubims which are upon the 
ark of the testimony, of all things which I will give thee in commandment unto the 
children of Israel.’ 

 
The Wings of the Sphenoid 
 
The sphenoid bone has a funny shape, and if you look carefully you see the wings of the 
cherubim on each side of the Ark of the Covenant (the box of the ark is the body of the 
sphenoid).  It is even interesting to note that of the three structures coming out of the body 
of the sphenoid, and which form the ’wings of the cherubim’, two are called greater and 
lesser wings (see E7 and E8 on the illustration pages) whilst the third is called pterygoid 
process (Greek for ‘likeness of a wing‘).  In Exodus 25:9-22, detailed instructions are 
given as to the building of the Ark of the Covenant. 
 
The greater wings form part of the external wall of the skull.  This is interesting because 
in the temple that Solomon built, the wings of the cherubim spanned from one wall of the 
inner house to the other wall.  As we will see in the nervous system study, Thalamus 
means ’inner room’, and thus the inner room of our temple/body (as represented by our 
head/throne room area) also has the wings of the cherubim spanning from one wall to the 
other in the form of the sphenoid bone.   

1 Kings 6:27; ‘And he set the cherubims within the inner house: and they 
stretched forth the wings of the cherubims, so that the wing of the one touched the 
one wall, and the wing of the other cherub touched the other wall; and their wings 
touched one another in the midst of the house.’ 

 
It is between these cherubims that YaHWaH dwells and communes with His people, and 
thus the head forms the throne room area of the body. 

Isaiah 37:16; ‘O YaHWaH of hosts, Elohim of Israel, that dwellest between the 
cherubims, thou art the Elohim, even thou alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth: 
thou hast made heaven and earth. 
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The Sella Tursica 
 
Within the superior surface of the body of the sphenoid there is a little depression, the 
sella tursica (see E2 on the illustration pages), and it is here that the pituitary is housed.  
The two lobes of the pituitary represent the two tables of stone, the Divine Law, which 
were placed, as the Scriptures tell us, within the Ark of the Covenant.  Thus, in our 
physical bodies, the Law (pituitary) is also found within the ark of the covenant (body of 
the sphenoid) 

1 Kings 8:9; ‘There was nothing in the ark save the two tables of stone, which 
Moses put there at Horeb, when YaHWaH made a covenant with the children of 
Israel, when they came out of the land of Egypt.’ 

 
The sella tursica is also the place where the optic nerve crosses over.  The optic nerve 
regulates light (truth) entering our bodies.  YaHWaH is truth and it is at the mercy seat of 
the Ark of the Covenant that YaHWaH dwells and communes with us, between the 
cherubim.  So any light entering the body goes through Him, who is Light. 
 
The Sphenoidal Sinuses 
 
The sphenoid bone helps to form the septum of the nose.  There are two irregular cavities 
in this area called the sphenoidal sinuses (see E5 on the illustration pages) which are 
filled with air.  They do not exist in children but they increase in size as age advances.  It 
is these sinuses that become blocked when we have sinus infections.  The result of this is 
that it becomes difficult for us to breathe.   
 
Breath is symbolic of the Spirit.  Thus if these sinuses are blocked it is difficult to breathe 
spiritually.  In order for us to have a healthy spiritual life, the Spirit needs to flow freely 
to nourish the body and mind. 

 Job 27:3-4; ‘All the while my breath is in me, and the spirit of Eloah is in my 
nostrils.  My lips shall not speak wickedness, nor my tongue utter deceit.’ 
 
Genesis 2:7; ‘And YaHWaH Elohim formed man of the dust of the ground, and 
breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.’ 

 
It is important therefore to keep the air spaces/sinuses clear from debris/sin so that the 
Spirit can do it’s work within us.    
 
It is interesting to note that these sphenoidal sinuses do not exist in children but increase 
in size as age advances.  In the Scriptures we are admonished to become as little children 
if we are to enter into the kingdom. 

Matthew 18:3; ‘And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and 
become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.’ 

 
Children have the characteristic of relying fully on their parents for all things.  It is only 
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as they age that they get a ‘mind of their own’, that is they start reasoning with their 
flesh/intellect, and this results in the blocking of the flow of the Spirit.  Thus, we must 
become as little children so that the Spirit may flow unhampered by the flesh. 
 
 
 
At-one-ment With YaHWaH 
 
The sphenoid bone represents the principle of at-one-ment with YaHWaH.  As we have 
seen, the Holy of Holies, where the Ark of the Covenant was housed, was only to be 
visited once a year by the High Priest on the Day of Atonement.   
 
As we read about the Day of Atonement and the sacrifices that were to be made on that 
day, we can learn more about how it comes that Father draws us to Himself so that we 
may become ‘at-one’ with Him. 

Leviticus 16:15; ‘Then shall he kill the goat of the sin offering, that is for the 
people, and bring his blood within the vail, and do with that blood as he did with 
the blood of the bullock, and sprinkle it upon the mercy seat, and before the mercy 
seat.’ 

 
As we see in the previous verse, the blood of the goat is sprinkled on the mercy seat.  In 
the Scriptures we see that the goat is representative of strength. 

Proverbs 30:31; ‘A greyhound; an he goat also ; and a king, against whom there 
is no rising up.’ 

 
This shows us that our strength lies in Yahshua (which represents the goat of the offering) 
NOT in ourselves. 

Hebrews 9:24, 26; ‘For Messiah is not entered into the holy places made with 
hands, which are the figures of the true; but into heaven itself, now to appear in 
the presence of Elohim for us… but now once in the end of the world hath he 
appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself.’ 
 
Philippians 4:13; ‘I can do all things through Messiah which strengtheneth me.’ 

 
We can not enter the Holy of Holies by ourselves, we need Yahshua.  We have to 
surrender totally to YaHWaH, just as Jacob did in his fight with the angel at Peniel.  We 
can only enter the Holy of Holies through Yahshua, so that we can be cleansed from our 
sins and submitted to YaHWaH’s will in readiness to enter into the kingdom.  This is the 
purpose of the Day of Atonement. 

Leviticus 16:30; ‘For on that day shall the priest make an atonement for you, to 
cleanse you, that ye may be clean from all your sins before YaHWaH.’ 

 
The Scriptures state that all who truly repent of their sin, by faith claim the blood of 
Yahshua sprinkled on the mercy seat as their atoning sacrifice, and believe in His 
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resurrection, will be saved. 
Romans 10:9; ’That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Master Yahshua, and 
shalt believe in thine heart that Elohim hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt 
be saved.’  

 
It is interesting to note that the only thing that could enter into the Most Holy Place each 
day was the sweet smelling savour of the incense which could filter through the vail into 
the Most Holy Pace.  The Altar of Incense represents our prayers, and even our prayers 
must be brought before our Heavenly Father in the name of Yahshua.   

Colossians 3:17; ‘And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the 
Master Yahshua, giving thanks to Elohim the Father by him.’ 

 
The Mercy Seat 
 
Just recently our family listened to a sermon from Mr. Dan Henry and he had some 
interesting points to share about the mercy seat which I like to add to this study. 
 
There will come a time that we all, as Israelites, will be able to come to see our Heavenly 
Father face to face, be at-one with Him, and this will occur at the mercy seat, the place 
where YaHWaH dwells.   
 
It is at the mercy seat that we become like Him.  And how do we become like Him?  
When you show mercy to the unmerciful, that is when you become like Him.  In the 
Scriptures we are admonished to be merciful, just as our Father is merciful. 

Luke 6:36; ‘Be ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is merciful.’ 
 

How is it that we can become merciful?  The only way is through persecution.  It is what 
we do with the persecution that determines if we become like Him.  Do we become angry 
or bitter, or do we show compassion and mercy on our enemies?   
 
As the Spirit of YaHWaH within you unveils itself, and the amount of persecution you 
suffer increases, the flesh is burned away and as a result you will show more mercy, 
because you are led by the Spirit and not the flesh.   
 
Yahshua was persecuted and He showed mercy to us all, by dying for us, so that we may 
receive life eternal and not be bound to this flesh body of sin.  In dying, His blood was 
sprinkled on the mercy seat and it is this act that has enabled us to be washed clean from 
our sins so that we may be worthy to come before YaHWaH.    
 
It is interesting to note that most of the time when people pray they are trying to avoid 
persecution or to get YaHWaH to stop their persecution.  Remember, that in praying, we 
are coming before YaHWaH on the mercy seat as the incense, or smell of our petitions, 
can pass through the vail into the Holy of Holies.  Therefore, if we are desiring to become 
more like Him, we should thank Father for the persecutions He gives us, as they are 
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drawing us closer to Him.   
 2 Timothy 3:12; ‘Yea, and all that will live reverently in Messiah Yahshua shall 
suffer persecution.’ 

 
Many people believe that when we suffer trials and persecutions it is because we have 
sinned and YaHWaH is now ‘paying us back’ for our wrong doing.  However, this is not 
Scriptural.  Yahshua states that He wants us to be delivered through the trials, not from 
the trials. 

John 17:15; ‘I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that 
thou shouldest keep them from the evil.’ 

 
The explanatory notes for the above verse show that Yahshua wants us to be delivered 
through our trials. 

He shows what type of deliverance he means: not that they should be in no 
danger, but that in being preserved from all they might prove by experience that 
the doctrine of salvation is true, which doctrine they received from his mouth to 
deliver to others. 

 
Furthermore, the Scriptures state that it is only through much tribulation that we can be 
made fit to enter into the kingdom of Elohim. 

Acts 14:22; ‘Confirming the souls of the disciples, and exhorting them to continue 
in the faith, and that we must through much tribulation enter into the kingdom of 
Elohim.’ 

 
Therefore, just as Yahshua suffered persecution and became united with YaHWaH, so too 
will we follow in His footsteps. 

2 Corinthians 4:11; ’For we which live are alway delivered unto death for the 
sake of Yahshua, that the life also of Yahshua might be made manifest in our 
mortal flesh.’ 

 
So how is it that we can show mercy to the unmerciful?  Through prayer, as it is the sweet 
smelling incense of our prayers that enter into the Most Holy Place daily.  We have the 
example from the life of our older Brother Yahshua who, in one of the last things he did 
on this earth, prayed with compassion the following words; 

Luke 23:34; ‘… Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do…’ 
 
It is as we go through persecution and receive mercy and comfort from YaHWaH, that 
we, as a result, can help others in their walk as we show them true mercy, comfort and 
love. 

2 Corinthians 1:4; ‘Who comforteth us in all our tribulation, that we may be able 
to comfort them which are in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we ourselves 
are comforted of Elohim.’ 

 
Another wonderful example of mercy found in the Scriptures is in the story of Joseph.

Joseph, just after his father died, said to his brothers; 
Genesis 50:20; ‘But as for you, ye thought evil against me; but Elohim meant it 
unto good, to bring to pass, as it is this day, to save much people alive.’ 

 
When we read the full story of Joseph we see that it took time and persecution for Joseph 
to come to this point of mercy towards his brothers.  The result was that Joseph was not 
angry or bitter towards his brothers, but rather was moved with compassion for them and 
their suffering (caused by the consciousness of their guilt towards Joseph).  This is 
illustrated in the first meeting Joseph had with his brothers in Egypt. 

Genesis 42:24; ‘And he turned himself about from them, and wept…’ 
 
As you read the story you will notice that Joseph’s brothers did not recognise him.  This  
is because Joseph’s whole attitude and countenance was changed.  His brothers only 
knew him as a proud boy claiming that they would bow down to him.  But through 
persecution this pride of Joseph was burned up and only mercy and compassion for his 
brothers, who were his enemy/persecutors, remained.  Joseph, through trials, come face to 
face with YaHWaH and on that aspect was one with YaHWaH, and this is why he could 
now feel compassion and mercy.  
 
So too must each of us suffer persecution if we are to come face to face with our 
Heavenly Father.  This is why we can rejoice in our persecutions as we know that they are 
bringing us closer to Him. 
 
Articulations of the Sphenoid Bone 
 
The sphenoid bone forms the ‘keystone’ of the cranium.  It articulates with all the other 
seven bones of the cranium, and five of the face; 2 zygomatic, 2 palantine and the vomer.   
 
Because the sphenoid bone articulates with all the other seven bones of the cranium we 
see that the sphenoid bone, representing the Ark of the Covenant - the final blotting out of 
sin and the at-one-ment with YaHWaH, is associated with all aspects of salvation (the 
cranial bones representing the helmet of salvation).  Without the blood of Yahshua 
sprinkled on the mercy seat there is no remission of sin and no salvation. 

Hebrews 9:22, 28; ‘And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and 
without shedding of blood there is no remission… So the Messiah was once 
offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear 
the second time without sin unto salvation.’  

 
That is the reason why this bone is the keystone, without it we will fall apart.  It is at the 
Ark of the Covenant that YaHWaH says ‘I will meet with thee and commune with thee’.  
Without YaHWaH being at the centre of our thoughts/being we will fall apart.  The 
keystone, the Ark of the Covenant, has to be in place. 
 
The zygomatic bone represents the Truth and the palantine represents love.  YaHWaH is 
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truth and love, so in order to dwell with Him we must embrace truth and love. 
2 John 1:1-3; 'The elder unto the elect lady and her children, whom I love in the 
truth; and not I only, but also all they that have known the truth; For the truth's 
sake, which dwelleth in us, and shall be with us for ever. Grace be with you, 
mercy, and peace, from Elohim the Father, and from the Master Yahshua 
Messiah, the Son of the Father, in truth and love.' 

 
The vomer represents our works.  Once we are at one with Father, we will do even greater 
works than Yahshua.  We will no longer do works according to our own flesh, but rather 
for the glory of YaHWaH. 

John 14:12; ‘Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that 
I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto 
my Father.’ 

 
Muscle Attachments to the Sphenoid Bone 
 
There are eleven pairs of muscles attached to this bone.   
 
Eleven is the number of imperfection, disorder, disorganisation and disintegration.  It’s 
significance is derived from the fact that it is an addition to Divine order (10), and a 
subtraction from  Divine rule (12).     
 
If we do not come to the point of at-one-ment with YaHWaH we are imperfect, and in our 
carnality this is so.  All our flesh nature must be burned away for us to become perfected 
in Him.  Just as the sphenoid bone forms the keystone of the cranium, so does the Ark of 
the Covenant form the keystone for our spiritual life in Him.  Without it we would not 
only physically disintegrate, we would be spiritually imperfect.   
 
Seeing as there are eleven pairs, thus twenty two, muscles attached to this bone we must 
also look at the significance of this number. 
 
Twenty two, because it is the double of eleven has the significance of that number 
(disorganisation, disintegration) in an intensified form, especially in connection with the 
Word of YaHWaH as there are 22 letters in the Hebrew alphabet. Does it therefore point 
to the fact that the revelation of YaHWaH in being committed to human language and to 
man’s keeping would thereby be subject to disintegration and corruption? 
 
It is at the Ark of the Covenant that we become one with YaHWaH as we commune with 
Him in Spirit and in Truth and not on our fleshly merits.  It is at the Ark of the Covenant 
that this flesh body of corruption is finally turned incorruptible. 

John 4:23; ‘But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall 
worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship 
him.’ 
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Thus the story the muscle attachments tell us is that the keystone of our being able to lose 
the bonds of this flesh state of corruption and disintegration is through the Ark of the 
Covenant, where we will become one with YaHWaH and His Divine order.  Before we 
are fully unified we must be willing to be judged by Him so that we can be moulded into 
perfection. 
 

 
 
Ethmoid 
 
On the illustration plates at the end of this study, you find the Ethmoid bone represented 
in the letter F. 
 
The study of the ethmoid bone goes hand in hand with the study on Smell. 
 
The Altar of Incense is represented by the Ethmoid bone.  The Altar of Incense was a 
place of Prayer, and thus this bone represents the principle of Prayer. 

Revelation 8:4; ‘And the smoke of the incense, which came with the prayers of the 
saints, ascended up before Elohim out of the messenger’s hand.’ 

 
The word ethmoid means ‘sieve’ and thus it is an exceedingly light and spongy bone, full 
of sinuses (air spaces) and canals and it has a cubical form. 
 
The ethmoid bone is formed of three parts; a horizontal or cribiform plate (see F2 on 
illustration pages), which forms part of the base of the cranium; a perpendicular plate (see 
F3 on illustration pages), which forms part of the nasal septum; and two lateral masses of 
cells.   
 
Three stands for that which is solid, real, substantial, complete, and entire.  It is 
interesting to note that prayer is often spoken of in connection with becoming complete.  
It is through communion with Him that we may become more like Him, and thus 
complete. 

Colossians 4:12; ‘Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant of Messiah, saluteth 
you, always labouring fervently for you in prayers, that ye may stand perfect and 
complete in all the will of Elohim.’ 

 
Luke 21:36; ‘Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted 
worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the 
Son of man.’ 

 
The ethmoid bone is located at the base of the cranium.   
 
The horizontal or cribiform plate is located at the uppermost part of the ethmoid and 
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projecting upward from it is a thick, smooth, triangular piece called the crista galli (see F1 
on illustration pages).  The crista galli is usually inclined to one side and many have 
thought that it looks like the praying figure of Yahshua in the garden of Gethsemane.  The 
crista galli helps secure the brain in the cranial cavity as it provides an attachment site for 
the falx cerebri.  As we will learn in the nervous system study, ‘falx’ means ’sickle’.  
There is within the anatomy of our head a falx cerebri and a falx cerebelli and these 
represent the two sickles of Revelation 14. 
 
On each side of the crista galli, the cribiform plate is deeply grooved which allows a place 
for the olfactory bulbs, which aid in our ability to sense smell.  The olfactory nerve fibres 
run from the nasal cavity, through grooves in the cribiform plate, up into the olfactory 
bulb.  From the olfactory bulb the nerve impulses travel onward into the brain 
interpretation areas.  Thus, if the cribiform plate is broken, you lose your sense of smell. 
 
The ethmoid bone is situated between the sphenoid and the nasal bones.  In the Scriptures 
we read that the Altar of Incense (ethmoid) is intimately linked with the Ark of the 
Covenant (sphenoid) in the sanctuary as they are only separated by a vail.  Thus, our 
prayers can waft through into the presence of YaHWaH who dwells on the mercy seat. 

Exodus 30:6; ‘And thou shalt put it before the vail that is by the ark of the 
testimony, before the mercy seat that is over the testimony, where I will meet with 
thee.’ 

 
Thus we can be sweet smelling to YaHWaH, through our prayers. 

2 Corinthians 2:15; ‘For we are unto Elohim a sweet savour of Messiah, in them 
that are saved, and in them that perish.’ 

 
We see in the presence of the Crista Galli that our prayers, in order to be acceptable and 
sweet smelling to YaHWaH, have to go through Yahshua.  This is further witnessed in 
the fact that the incense used (of which more will be explained in the smell study) was 
called by various names,- pure, perpetual, sweet, holy.  These attributes can only be given 
to Yahshua as we have not yet attained to that fullness of the Spirit.  No imitation of the 
incense was allowed.  Our prayers are therefore only real prayers when they ascend 
through Yahshua. 

John 16:23; ‘And in that day ye shall ask me nothing. Verily, verily, I say unto 
you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in my name, he will give it you.’ 

 
It is furthermore interesting to note that the Alter of Incense is directly linked also to the 
fire from the Brazen Altar, or Altar of Sacrifice (symbolised in the body by the Brain 
Stem - see nervous system study), as it was the fire from the brazen altar that kindled the 
incense on the golden altar of incense.  The fire which kindled the altar was of heavenly 
origin. 

Leviticus 9:24; ‘And there came a fire out from before YaHWaH, and consumed 
upon the altar the burnt offering and the fat: which when all the people saw, they 
shouted, and fell on their faces.’ 
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If so called ‘strange fire’, or shall we call it ‘earthly/fleshly fire’ was used it met with 
immediate death.  

Leviticus 10:1-2; ‘And Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron, took either of them 
his censer, and put fire therein, and put incense thereon, and offered strange fire 
before YaHWaH, which he commanded them not.  And there went out fire from 
YaHWaH, and devoured them, and they died before YaHWaH.’ 

 
Likewise, when we petition YaHWaH in our prayers, we must do so through Yahshua so 
that we ask according to the will of the Father in heaven and not according to the flesh.  
The whole purpose of prayer is to get to know YaHWaH and our own ‘real’ spirit self in 
Him, not to satisfy petty flesh wants.   

John 15:7; ‘If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye 
will, and it shall be done unto you.’ 

 
We see this example of prayer was given us by Yahshua when He walked on this earth.  
Yahshua, in one of His last prayers to His heavenly Father before leaving this earth was, 
’not my will, but thine be done’.  He realised the importance of asking according to the 
Spirit/will of Father, as opposed to the flesh.    

Luke 22:42; ‘Saying, Father, if thou be willing, remove this cup from me: 
nevertheless not my will, but thine, be done.’ 
 
1 John 5:14; ‘And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any 
thing according to his will, he heareth us.’ 

 
David also understood this connection as we read in the Psalms; 

Psalm 141:2; ‘Let my prayer be set forth before thee as incense; and the lifting up 
of my hands as the evening sacrifice.’ 

 
He saw the connection between incense/prayer and sacrifice/burning of the flesh.  It is 
only when our flesh nature is completely burned that our prayers can be fully of a sweet 
savour unto YaHWaH.  And it is only when our flesh nature is completely burned that we 
can commune freely, face to face with YaHWaH.  How is the flesh nature burned?  By 
the indwelling of the Spirit, the abiding of Yahshua’s words in us.  Without Yahshua, it is 
impossible for our prayers to be heard by YaHWaH.   
 
The other bone the ethmoid is situated between is the nasal bones.  The nasal bones 
represent the principle of conviction.  As we come into communion with YaHWaH we 
will see how unclean we really are as the purity and holiness of YaHWaH becomes 
manifest to us.  We will humble ourselves and feel in our hearts convicted of sin.  It is 
now that we are ready to be cleansed and to take on the love of YaHWaH as our own.  
We will use His character as a mirror for our own and, when fully in His likeness will be 
able to come face to face with Him in uninterrupted communion.  Whilst conviction of 
sin is still present, our communion with YaHWaH will not yet be complete.  Conviction

is the first step to reconciliation.   
 
Articulations of the Ethmoid Bone 
 
The ethmoid articulates with 15 bones.  Fifteen is three times five.  Five is the number of 
grace and three is the number of divine perfection.  Fifteen is a number that specially 
refers to acts wrought by the energy of Divine grace.   
 
The bones the ethmoid articulates with are;  the sphenoid, the frontal, and all of the face 
bones except the mandible (punishment/chastisement/discipline) and the zygomatic 
(truth).   
 
� We have already discussed the importance of the sphenoid bone, symbolising the Ark 

of the Covenant, in relation with the Ethmoid. 
 
� The frontal bone represents the seal of YaHWaH.  It is through our prayers that we get 

to know YaHWaH and through this communion that we desire to become more like 
Him.  Communion is a coming into agreement.  This requires a death to our flesh 
nature and darkness so we may dwell fully in His Light. 

2 Corinthians 6:14; ‘…and what communion hath light with darkness?’ 
 

It is when we are fully in His likeness that we can truly belong to Him, He can put His 
seal on our forehead.  

 
� The ethmoid articulates with all of the face bones with the exception of the mandible 

and two zygomatic.  Thus it articulates with a total of eleven of the face bones. 
 

Our face represents our character and as we have seen, the purpose of prayer is so that 
we may come face to face with YaHWaH.  The fullness of this promise will be 
manifested when we are fully glorified and in complete agreement with Him.  Then 
we will know even as we are known from the beginning, that is our real Spirit self, 
not our flesh self.   

1 Corinthians 13:12; ‘For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to 
face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.’ 

 
This coming face to face with YaHWaH was demonstrated by the High Priest who 
came in once a year to commune with YaHWaH on the mercy seat. 
 
This brings us to the mandible which is not attached to the ethmoid.  The mandible 
represents the principle of punishment and judgement.  When the High Priest came 
before YaHWaH he had to go through a whole ceremony of cleansing so that he could 
come before YaHWaH acceptable and clean.  So too, when we come before 
YaHWaH we must be cleansed so that He may hear us. 

James 4:8; ‘Draw nigh to Elohim, and he will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your 
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hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded.’ 
 

The Scriptures show us how we can be cleansed and it is through confession of sin.   
1 John 1:9; ‘If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, 
and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.’ 

 
Thus, when we come fully face to face with YaHWaH we do so in a perfected state, 
we are His mirror image, and there is no longer need for punishment and judgement 
as there is no sin.  In the meantime, in our unperfected state of the flesh, we must be 
cleansed before we can come into His presence, and our desire must be for His glory, 
His will be done, and not our own so that we grow in His Spirit.  This is illustrated in 
the way Yahshua taught us to pray. 

Matthew 6:10, 12; ‘Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in 
heaven… And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.’ 

 
The other face bone to which the ethmoid is not attached is the zygomatic (cheek) 
bone which represents the principle of Truth.  There are many Scriptures that state 
that people are being smitten on the cheek for being a follower of the truth.  This is 
illustrated also in the life of Yahshua. 

Isaiah 50:6; ‘I gave my back to the smiters, and my cheeks to them that plucked off 
the hair: I hid not my face from shame and spitting.’ 

 
These acts upon the cheeks were done by men of the flesh, wherein dwells not the 
fullness of the truth.  When we pray to YaHWaH and thus come face to face with 
Him, we do so in Truth, as He is truth.  Our cheeks will then not be smitten as we are 
already in total agreement - both YaHWaH and ourselves dwell fully in Truth.    
 

Muscle Attachments to the Ethmoid Bone 
 
No muscles are attached to this bone.  Muscles represent judgement.  This means we need 
no human judgement in our prayers as they should all come from the heart. 
 

Some Thoughts on Solomon’s Temple 
 
This study would not be complete without a further mentioning of the temple that 
Solomon built according to the instructions of David his father.   
 
The inner court was made with hewed stone and cedar beams. 

1 Kings 6:36; ‘And he built the inner court with three rows of hewed stone, and a 
row of cedar beams.’ 

 
The Song of Solomon also talks of these beams of cedar. 

Song of Solomon 1:17; ‘The beams of our house are cedar, and our rafters of fir.’  
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The inner court is symbolic of the ‘inner room’ of our minds as found in the thalamus 
(Greek for ‘inner room’) and the structures surrounding the thalamus all forming part of 
the throne room of YaHWaH within us.  Thus these cedar beams can also be seen as 
representing our cranial bones which cover the ‘inner room‘ of our physical body/temple. 
 
So what do these cedar beams represent?  Cedars were regarded as the stateliest trees and 
were the most sought after and highly prized trees of the ancient world.  Cedars are 
symbolic of strength and power.  In a prophecy of the instalment of Tee Tephi as Queen, 
Ezekiel illustrated her as a tender twig taken from the top of a cedar tree (the kingly 
house).   

Ezekiel 17:22-23; 'Thus saith the Master YaHWaH; I will also take of the highest 
branch of the high cedar, and will set it; I will crop off from the top of his young 
twigs a tender one, and will plant it upon an high mountain and eminent: In the 
mountain of the height of Israel will I plant it: and it shall bring forth boughs, and 
bear fruit, and be a goodly cedar: and under it shall dwell all fowl of every wing; 
in the shadow of the branches thereof shall they dwell.' 

 
Israel, when at-one with YaHWaH is destined to become a nation of kings and priests.  
This is represented in the cedar tree which provides the beams within the head of our 
temples. 

Revelation 5:10; ‘And hast made us unto our Elohim kings and priests: and we 
shall reign on the earth.’

I pray that this study may have given you a 
deeper insight to the Helmet of Salvation and a more earnest desire to run the race set 
before us, not to receive the glory of man, but to be crowned with an incorruptible crown, 
the glory of YaHWaH.
